These rules shall govern the condition of all FCRA events, and, by participating in these events, all FCRA members are deemed to have complied with these rules.  No express or implied warrant of safety shall result from publications of, or compliance with these rules and/or regulations.  The rules are intended as a guide for the conduct of the sport and are in no way a guarantee against injury or death to participants, spectators, or others."
At HPMA or other associate sanctioned events, the qualifying association rules shall prevail.

Any rulings not covered in the FCRA Bylaws shall be referred to the current HPMA or AMA rule book.

CHAPTER 2
FREMONT COUNTY RACING ASSOCIATION BYLAWS

These Bylaws (dated February 16, 2010) supersede all previous Bylaws.  Anything not covered by these Bylaws shall be referred to the Board.

ARTICLE I - MEMBERSHIP AND DUES
1.
A person shall be a member of this association only if the annual dues are paid for the current calendar year.

2.
Membership:
a. Family Membership: Consists of paying yearly dues, entitled to vote, have access to FCRA land and enjoy any other privileges incidental to the association.  A family membership shall consist of one (1) vote per family member registered and present at the meeting. Family members not present, may vote by proxy.  The family membership shall be considered as immediate family members listed on the membership form and as described in these bylaws.

b. Individual Membership: Consists of paying yearly dues, entitled to vote, have access to FCRA land and enjoy any other privileges incidental to the association.  An individual membership shall only consist of one (1) vote.

3.
A current list of all members shall be kept by the association Secretary.  The FCRA's membership list is for FCRA use only and may not be used in any other manner.

4. Membership dues shall be as set forth above per calendar year and the dues of each member shall expire on December 31 of each calendar year, irrespective of the date of payment of the dues or the date the member joins this association.
5. Membership renewal starts November 1 and should be completed by the first meeting in January of the New Year, as applicable.
6. All present members should resubmit an updated application with new dues each calendar year.  No application can be accepted unless all outstanding debits, including fines have been made current by December 31 of the ending year.  THERE ARE NO EXCEPTIONS TO THIS RULE.

7.
The President shall appoint a special committee to handle the indoctrination and screening of all potential new members.

8.
Every year, each member shall be reviewed by the Special Committee.  If the Committee determines that the member has failed the requirements of membership, the Committee shall recommend to the Board, the member be dismissed.  If a member is dismissed from the FCRA, he / she are not eligible for reapplication for one year.

9.
Membership in this association is non-transferable.
10.
There shall be absolutely no use of firearms on FCRA property.

11.
A $35.00 fee shall be charged on any NSF or returned checks to the FCRA.  If outstanding debts have not been made current within 30 days after written notification, The Member’s membership may be terminated, at the discretion of the Board.
12.
Two (2) “Fun Days” are scheduled throughout the year for anyone that would like to ride the track at no cost.  Fun Days are also used to promote the FCRA and its Sponsors.

13.
Each member shall perform a minimum of twenty (20) hours per year of in-service work at the track or pay a fine of $250.00.

14.
All in-service time shall be accounted for by the Secretary.  It is each member’s responsibility to verify their time has been accounted for to obtain their credit hours.

15.
A drop box at the trophy shed may be used to submit your time.

16.
Members shall include immediate family living within the confines of the Principle sponsor.
ARTICLE II - MEETINGS
1. Regular meetings shall be held at 7:00 P.M. on the 3rd Tuesday of each month.

2. Special meetings of the members may be called by the President, a majority of the Board of Directors, or 40% of the members of the FCRA.

ARTICLE III – OFFICERS

1. Election of the FCRA officers shall be by majority vote of the FCRA members present during the last meeting held in December of each year. The offices filled in the order listed. 

President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer

a. The President of the association shall preside at all meetings of the members.  Subject to the control of the Board of Directors, the President shall have general charge and care of the business and property of the association.  The President, with the Treasurer shall sign all contracts and agreements of this association.  The President shall perform all acts and have such powers as are normally incidental to the office of the President.
b. The Vice-President, if a vacancy occurs, shall be elected from the Board by the Board.  The Vice-President shall be vested with all the powers and perform all the duties of the President, if absent, and shall perform such other duties as may be assigned by the Board of Directors.
c. The Secretary shall keep accurate records of meetings, current members and shall perform all duties commonly incidental to the office, as well as those designated by the Board of Directors.
d. The Treasurer shall keep accurate accounts of the receipts and disbursements in the books belonging to the association, and shall deposit all money and other valuable effects in the name of and to the credit of this association in such depositories as may be designated.  The Treasurer shall be bonded.

2.
In the event of the absence/inability of any officer to act, the Board of Directors may select an officer pro term to serve during the absence/inability of the elected officer.
ARTICLE IV - OFFICERS AND BOARD OF DIRECTORS
1. The affairs of this association shall be managed by: The President, Vice President, Treasurer, and/or Secretary, whose term shall be two years, and shall be elected from the membership.

2. Any meeting where a quorum is present shall be a legal meeting for the transaction of business.  Two (2) Directors shall constitute a quorum of the Board.

3. It is the duty of the President to notify all Board members of the time and place of any special Board meetings.

4.
The duties and powers of the Board shall be:
a.
To oversee all financial and community matters of the FCRA.
b. To settle all disputes over FCRA rules in general. If a motion is approved at a meeting, it may not be voted out or changed in the future without approval of the Board.  If the membership wishes to overrule the Board's decision, it shall be agreed upon by 2/3 of the FCRA membership present.  If there is a tie vote in the Board, it shall be broken by the President.
c. To review all applications for membership and recommend to the FCRA whether the applicant shall be approved or rejected for membership.  Majority of the FCRA vote (may be taken by secret ballot) shall determine final decision on approval or rejection.
d. To review all members yearly.
e. The executive Board shall approve any expenses for the FCRA by a member of over $100.00.
f. Any project of $1000.00 or more shall have a written bid submitted by the contractor, supplier, or vendor to the Board for approval of funds.
g. Board Members shall attend at least half of the regularly scheduled meetings per year.
h. Any item that is to be sold at FCRA function shall be approved in advance by the Board.

ARTICLE V - RESIGNATIONS
1.
Any Director or Officer of this association may resign at any time by giving written notice of his / her intentions to resign.

ARTICLE VI - IMPEACHMENT OR DISMISSAL
1.
Any member or elected official who fails to perform his / her duties as prescribed in the bylaws or in any other way jeopardizes or embarrasses the association may be balloted for impeachment or dismissal by ½ of the total FCRA membership.

ARTICLE VII - VOTING
1. Any vote taken at a meeting concerning election of officials, dismissal of a member or officer, impeachment or any major financial matter shall be a roll call vote unless otherwise stated in the bylaws.  The ballot may or may not be secret.  This shall be up to the discretion of the President.
ARTICLE VIII - AMENDMENTS TO THE BYLAWS
1. Any amendments or additions to the bylaws or rules are to be presented in person, in written form and signed by the sponsoring member and/or members at a regularly scheduled Board meeting prior to being presented to the membership body. 
2.  The Board shall then review and present to the membership body at the next appropriate meeting the proposed amendment or addition to the bylaws or rules with the Boards recommendation whether it be for or against and an explanation of such.  If the Board should rule against the amendment or change and if the discussion by the membership should warrant, then these bylaws shall be followed accordingly.
3. A current list of amendments and additions shall be kept with the bylaws.

ARTICLE IX - NUMBER PLATES / MEMBERSHIP DECALS
1. If a member does not have a correct number plate on his / her bike, he / she shall not be able to ride in any sanctioned event.

2. All FCRA members shall ride under their designated number.
3.
Membership decals shall be placed on the front right fork by the upper clamps and be purely visible.

ARTICLE X - EVENTS
1. Release forms shall be used for all events.
2.
All FCRA members shall pay at gate events unless they possess an authorized pass for that event.

3.
All riders under the age of 18 shall present a notarized consent and liability release form upon sign-up for all events.  Signed forms shall be kept for three years by the Secretary.

4.
Event rules shall be reviewed and updated as needed. Any changes to event rules shall be approved by the Board and membership.
ARTICLE XI - CONDUCT
1. No abusive language is permitted on FCRA property.

2. No member is to provoke the promoter of any event or his / her helpers with physical or verbal abuse.

3. If cited for any of the above rule infractions that member or his / her racer shall be disqualified for the day and he / she shall be placed on probation based on Board discretion.  Any repetition of these rule infringements shall result in termination of his / her FCRA membership.

4. All protests or disruptions shall be directed to the governing body of the sanctioning association(s).

5. Absolutely NO drinking allowed by under-aged persons on FCRA property:
a. Alcohol consumption during a competitive event by any participant shall result in non-refund disqualification from that event.
b. Alcohol consumption during a competitive event by a FCRA member/sponsor working that event shall result in that member's removal from their job.
c. No alcoholic beverages and/or illegal substances are allowed in or on FCRA equipment by either the driver or passenger while it is being operated, i.e. water truck or tractor.  Failure to comply shall result in that member's removal from their job.

6. Anyone doing malicious damage or vandalism to FCRA property or equipment, or unauthorized use of equipment is subject to dismissal and/or criminal prosecution at the discretion of the Board.
7. The FCRA property is only to be open between the hours of 5:00 a.m. and 12:00 a.m. (midnight) each day. FCRA members should be able to camp overnight but anyone other than FCRA members shall need written permission from the FCRA Board.  When members camp overnight, the gates may be locked between the hours of 12:00 a.m. (midnight) and 5:00 a.m.

ARTICLE Xll - CORPORATE SEAL
1.
The seal of this corporation shall consist of a flat-faced circular dye with the following words engraved thereon: Fremont County Racing Association State of Wyoming Corporate Seal.
ARTICLE XIII - DATA AVAILABILITY
1.
All members shall receive a copy of the FCRA bylaws, event rules and a current years membership list.

ARTICLE XIV - LIQUIDATION
1.
In the event of disbandment of the FCRA, all assets shall be placed in a designated charity by vote of the Board.

CHAPTER 3
FEES, POINTS, TROPHIES AND AWARDS
At HPMA or other association’s sanctioned events, the qualifying association, HPMA or AMA rules shall prevail.
CHAPTER 4
RACE RULES
4.1
SAFETY
1. Helmets shall be worn AT ALL TIMES when riding on FCRA property.  There shall be only one warning given.  A second infraction in one day results in disqualification for the day.
2. NO riding in the pits.
3. All glass lights on racing vehicles shall be taped.
4. There shall be an ambulance or E.M.S. standby at all FCRA sanctioned events.
5. Pets are not allowed at FCRA events, unless they are leashed or caged.  It is the pet owner’s responsibility to clean up after their pet.  A fine of $100.00 may be imposed, vacating the premises and or both may be imposed.
6. NO special skill contests shall be held in addition to scheduled events, i.e., wheelie contests, jump contests etc.
7. On FCRA property, motorcycles and ATV's are allowed cross-country travel.  Autos, trucks (4x4's) shall stay on developed roads; i.e., no auto/truck cross-country travel or hill climbing.  Violators shall be asked to leave the property and or be dismissed from the FCRA.
8. Absolutely no riding on the track when equipment is on the track.  Equipment shall be removed before riding can resume.

4.2
GENERAL RACE RULES
1. FCRA events should be held in temperatures that are 20 F. or higher.
2. Sign-up for Sunday races shall begin no earlier than 6:00A.M.  Races should start between 9:00 - 10:00 A.M.  There shall be a pit meeting 10 minutes before the start of the event.  Exceptions can be made by prior Board approval or by Referees when deemed to be in the best interest of the event.

3. The track shall be closed to riding or practice the day before a scheduled event unless otherwise advertised.
4. No one other than a track committee appointed by the Board for this purpose shall make changes to any track.  The Board shall also approve these changes.

5. All track changes shall be completed 10 days prior to a scheduled event.  Tune up of existing jumps and disking the track shall be allowed with Board approval.

6. Promoter shall state at the riders meeting prior to the event all special rules, designations or other announcements including details regarding the length and/or duration of the event.  The Referee shall approve these.

7. Promoter shall have race kit and money to the President or Treasurer within 48 hours of the event.

8. Promoters of an event can also ride that event.
9. Riders shall pay an entry fee to race on the track or course.
10. A rider may enter any class as long as the bike and rider meet the requirements of the class entered.
11. No special track or starting area preparation with tools by other than track officials shall be allowed. Sweeping of concrete pad at start line is OK.  Hand or boots may be used within reason on dirt starts.  No starting line preparation on trackside of start line.  Final decision shall be up to the Referee.

12. The machine appearing at the starting line at the beginning of an event shall be deemed the qualified machine for that day's meet, in that class.

13. FCRA events (Race Day) - No practice until there is supervision and E.M.S. standby present.

14. No one, except rider officially entered, may ride or practice on any racecourse on the day of the meet. Riding on the track on race-day is prohibited.

15. Only riders of that class or classes competing shall be allowed on a course or track.

16. There shall be a designated area for one mechanic per rider to display pit Boards or perform minor mechanical adjustments.

17. A rider entering or leaving the pits shall ride in the designated entrance and exit lanes. Failure to do so may result in disqualification.

18. Any rider cutting the course markers shall only continue the meet from the point where he / she left the course.

19. A rider, whose machine is disabled before reaching the designated finish line, may, by their own unaided muscular energy, push or carry their machine across the finish line to receive the checkered flag.

20. Flags used shall be:
a. GREEN  - Start of the race

b. WHITE  - One lap to the finish

c. YELLOW  - Caution - Danger on the track

d. RED  - Stopping of the race

e. CHECKERED  - Finish (End of race)

f.
BLACK - Disqualification (Report to Referee at once)

g. BLACK WITH WHITE X  - Disqualification for the rest of day

h. BLUE  - You are a lapped rider, move over

21.
In case it is necessary, at the discretion of the Referee, to stop an event after laps equal to at least 60 percent of the total distance have been run, the race may be considered completed and riders shall be scored according to their position in the lap preceding the lap in which they were Red-Flagged.  If the race is stopped at any point short of the lap equal to 60 percent of the distance of the race, it shall be considered no race.  There shall be no score and the event shall be completely restarted.

22.
Race results shall be posted at the end of the race and all protests shall be filed in writing, by the rider, within 20 minutes after the results are posted.

23.
There shall be one Referee at all points’ races. If no Referee is present, the race promoter becomes the Referee.

24.
If any rules are broken, you are subject to disqualification with a black flag with a white "X".

4.3
RIDER CLASSIFICATION
1. Age limit for 0-55cc is 9 years of age. If a rider turns 10 after January 1st, they may complete the current year in the 0-55cc class.

2. To qualify in the 56-70cc classification, the rider shall be under 12 years old as of January 1 of the current race season.

3. To qualify in the 71-90cc Class, the rider shall be under 16 years old as of January 1 of the current race season.

4. To qualify in the Super Mini 70cc - 112cc Class, the rider shall be under 16 years old as of January 1 of the current race season.

5. Riders shall be classified as: "A" - Expert Riders; "B" - Junior Riders.

6. Any rider who has held or holds a professional license shall be classified as an "A" rider.

7. Any rider holding another organization's or district's competition license with a rating higher than his / her district license shall ride in the higher classification. Failure to disclose this information shall result in suspension.

8. Any "B" rider who wins (3) races or scores a total of 400 points shall advance to the "A" Class. All points shall revert to 0 at the start of a new year.

9. If you once sign up for the "A" Class you shall always be in the "A" Class. An "A" rider cannot ride "B" Class in one class and "A" in another class with the exception of the Mini-Bike Class.

10. Whatever classification a rider is in when leaving the FCRA is the classification the rider shall return to when rejoining. Example: If you are an "A" rider when you leave the FCRA, you shall rejoin as an "A" rider, unless you qualify to ride in the Veterans or Seniors classification when you return.

11. Any rider may change rider classification by application to the Board of Directors to move from the "A" Class to the "B" Class. If the Board accepts the proposal, the change is made.

12. A rider who has reached the age of 30 may ride in the Veterans Class.

13. A rider who has reached the age of 40 may ride in the Seniors Class.

14. Novice or unclassified riders may ride in the Sportsman Class in FCRA points events. This class is for FCRA members only. Any rider that the Board and Referees feel do not belong in this class shall be reclassified. Exceptions shall be made by prior written Board approval and be FCRA members.

15. Women's classes are for female riders only.

16. Anyone found or reported to be riding in the wrong classification shall have to go before the Board and if found to be in error shall have to forfeit any trophy and all accumulated FCRA points.

4.4
CLASSES
1.
Any classes may be run, but shall be advertised, unless riders or spectators are being endangered:
a. 101 - 125 cc "A" Class.
b. 126 - 250 cc "A" Class.
c. 251 - up cc "A" Class.
d. In Moto-Cross (MX), Super Cross (SX) and Scrambles only, up to 125cc four-strokes can compete in the 71-90cc class; 250cc four-stokes can compete in the 125cc and Under B class; 251-540cc four-strokes can compete in the 250cc "A" class.
e. 0 - 55 cc Beginner Minis (Y zingers, JR 50 Suzuki's etc.).
f.
0 - 55 cc Advanced Minis (Actions, KTM, etc.).
g.
56 - 70 cc Class.
h.
71 - 90 cc Class may include 150cc 4 stroke.
i.
Super Mini Class 70cc to 112cc bikes to run in this class. Same age rules as 80cc classes apply.  May include 150cc 4 stroke.
j.
91 - 200 cc "Under B" Class.
k.
201 - up cc "Over B" Class ***Hillclimbs Only - 250 "B" and Open "B"***.
l.
Veterans "A" Class (27 years old or older).
m.
Veterans "B" Class (27 years old or older).
n.
Senior Class (40 years old or older).
o.
Super Senior Class (55 years old or older).
p.
Women's Class.
q.
Sportsman Class (FCRA Members only by Board approval).
r.
ATV Class.
s.
Special Classes at Promoter's discretion.
2. 0-55cc Classes - One representative per rider shall be allowed on the track for assistance.

3. A rider may not enter a machine in more than one class within the same classification.

4. All stock classes means stock wheel.

5. Three (3) bikes form a class. In the event there are not enough bikes to make a class, those riders shall be combined with another class. For example: Only two riders sign up for Open "A". Those riders move into the 250 "A" Class riding for points only. They do not affect the 250 class at all, for points or trophies. If one of the Open riders gets 4th place, he / she gets 4th place points. The 250 behind him gets 4th place in the 250 Class just as if the Open rider wasn't there. No mixed classifications such as 125 "A" and Under "B". "B" riders with "B" riders and "A" riders with "A" riders.

In the above situation classes shall be combined as follows:
a. Open "A" riders move into the 250 "A" Class.

b. 250 "A" riders move into the Open "A" Class.

c. 125 "A" riders move into the 250 "A" Class.

d. 0-55cc Beginner Minis move into the 0-55 Advanced Minis.

e. 0-55cc Advanced Minis move into the 0-55cc Beginner Minis.

f. 56-70cc riders move into the 71-90cc Class.

g. 71-90cc riders move into the 56-70 cc Class.

h. Women's riders move into the Sportsman Class.

i. Sportsman riders move into the Women's Class.

j. Veteran riders move into the Senior Class.

k. Senior riders move into the Veteran Class.

l. Super Seniors move into the Seniors Class.

6. The Referee(s) shall approve any changes to the above combinations.
4.5
STARTS
1.
Whenever possible all starts shall be made with a mechanical device, or a mechanical gate.  If unavailable, the race shall be started with a green flag.

2.
The width of the course on the starting line shall determine the number of starters.  Each single machine shall have one meter (3.2') of starting space.

3.
A two-minute warning shall be given, followed by a one-minute signal and another signal with 15 seconds remaining. In case of a malfunction on the start line, a two-minute grace period shall be granted for a rider to correct his / her malfunctions. At the end of the two-minute grace period, the starting count down shall resume and the race shall be started.

4.
Events with group starts shall have an official stationed at the side of the course, under orders of the starter or Referee, able to display a red flag as soon as practical in the event of a false start.
5.
In the event of a rider jumping the starting device, he / she shall be penalized at the discretion of the Referee.

6.
In events with group starts, the order shall be up to the promoter's discretion.

7.
Under no circumstances shall "A" Class riders start with non-A riders. Mini Class riders shall not start with other riders. Over B and Under B may be combined. Mini Classes may be combined per the designation in rule 7.5 CLASSES 5, d.e.f.g. Sportsman and Women's may be combined.

CHAPTER 5
MOTO-CROSS AND SUPERCROSS RULES
1. Moto-Cross is conducted on a closed course and should be irregular so that right and left-hand turns have to be negotiated.  High-speed sections should be avoided.  It is advisable to include hills, jumps and other terrain that necessitates gear changing. Natural terrain should be used whenever possible.
2. All races shall be run counter-clockwise, NO EXCEPTIONS.
3. The starting area should face upgrade whenever possible and shall have no bumps, jumps, gullies, or non-viable irregularities.
4. Every blind jump shall have a flagger present on the jump during practice and the entire race or said jump shall be eliminated by either going around the jump or shortening the track layout.
5. No rider may leave the starting line-up after the two-minute warning to race is given.
6. A rider can enter the race after it starts as long as he / she is in the starting area.
7. A rider shall complete 60 percent of the race and receive the checkered flag in order to have a completion.
8. At no other place than the one provided shall any alteration, adjustment, repair, or refueling be made to the motorcycle, except such as the rider may himself make without assistance during the course of a single moto, using only such parts or tools as he / she may be carrying with him. The penalty for breach of this rule is exclusion from the moto. Once the event has started any change of motorcycle is forbidden.
9. Any form of outside assistance on the course is forbidden except when the assistance is given by the officials placed by the Referee for the purpose of safety. The penalty for breach of this rule is exclusion from that moto. Exception: Anyone may help a rider up and off the track when safety is involved.
10. "A" Classes shall run 20 minutes plus one lap motos.  Supercross times or laps shall be up to promoter discretion.
11. "B" Classes, Veterans, and Seniors Classes shall run the same number of laps or length of time as the "A" Class, or not less than 80 percent of laps or time. Sportsman classes shall run 10‑minute motos. Number of laps or length of time for Minis, 56-70cc, 71-90cc, Super Mini 70cc- - 112cc, Women's, ATV and Special Classes shall be up to the discretion of the promoter.

12.
When the winner receives the checkered flag, the race shall be considered completed and all riders shall be credited for their positions and laps completed in this final lap. No rider shall be allowed to make up lost laps after the checkered flag. However, the score keepers shall allow 5 minutes to complete their final lap.
13.
Points from each moto shall be added together to determine the overall winner. In case of a tie, the winner shall be determined on the basis of the finish of the final moto.

14.
Any rider, who did not start or did not complete 60 percent of the laps of the winner and did not take the checkered flag, shall receive a DNF. NO points for DNF.

15.
If there are more riders in a class than can safely be accommodated on the course, the following program may be used for that class:
a. Riders shall be divided into two or more groups for a qualifying heat. Each group shall ride one moto.

b. The top 50 percent of the riders from each group shall qualify for a final moto.

c. Last chance qualifiers can be used to fill the starting grid to safe capacity if needed.

16.
All stock classes means stock wheel.

CHAPTER 6
ATV RULES
Rules shall be the same as Moto-Cross with the following exceptions and additions.

1.
Classes:
a. 0 - 250 cc

b. 251 - Open

2.
Shall run same race format as all other classes: 1st moto, 2nd moto.

3.
Length of race shall be up to the promoter, with no more than 4 laps on any event.

4.
To conserve time, the promoter may, if needed, run both classes at the same time, if the number of entries makes it safe to do so.  Start 251-Open first then 10-15 seconds later start the 0-250 class.

5.
ATV's shall have a front numberplate with WHITE background and SOLID Black Block Numbers (0,1,2,3,4,5,6,7,8,9) or black background with SOLID WHITE BLOCK numbers (1 2 3 4 5 6 7 8 9 0).  Numberplate shall be at least 7" high by 9" wide.  Numbers shall be at least 5" high by 3/4" wide.

6.
If there are not enough ATV’s to make a class, the 0-250 may compete in the 251-Open.  You can jump up a class, but not down.

7.
ATV classes shall be included in race programs.
8.
ATV practices and races shall be run on Track 2, with no exceptions.
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
